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 New features 

2.1. CR144 - Classification of the risk of contacts of an index patient 
under 12 years of age 

Impacted scripts : 1A 

 

In the script 1A, when THE INDEX PATIENT IS UNDER 12 YEARS old (based on the date of birth encoded in the 
patient information), a new risk classification of its contacts is implemented on the basis of "type of contact".  

 

Contact type for index patient <12 years 

 

Risk classification 

 

Cohabitant who does not need a certificate or a 
PCR code   

 

No classification 

 

Cohabitant who needs a certificate or PCR code 

 

Automatically considered as an High Risk Contact

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New type of contact for index patient <12y 
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2.2. CR152 – Reduced Quarantine for all High Risk Contact Under 12y 

Impacted scripts : 2A, 1A HH 

 

The reduced quarantine (release after negative first test result) rule is extended to all asymptomatic, non-

fully  vaccinated, High Risk Contact children under 12 years old,  

WITH THE EXCEPTION of contact with an index patient under 12 years in a situation “similar to household 

contact (eg: pyjama party)” 

 

 

Changes in script:  

 

 New MANDATORY question “Q4 – is the HRC under 12y?”  

 If yes, check on “contact type” (data in read only coming from 1A)  

o If contact type is NOT “situation “similar to household contact (eg: pyjama party)”  

ADVICE 9  

o If contact type is = “situation “similar to household contact (eg: pyjama party)”  ADVICE 3 

 

Example 1 – High Risk Contact under 12y and contact type is NOT “situation similar to household contact”
